Budget Stipulations 2011-2012 Student Technology Awards

Introduction
The Student Technology Fee (STF) Committee is responsible for reviewing proposals related to the $42/quarter technology fee that each student pays, and making funding recommendations to ASUWB. The budget amount is $332,624, including the estimated interest from the long-term balance. The committee received 12 proposals, and requested hearings from all but four proposals before making our final recommendations. One proposal for $95,000 requested to be earmarked from the long-term STF funds.  There is currently $426,600 in the long-term fund.  The total amount funded from this year’s budget is $264,685, not including the 4 UAC tri-campus proposals. Before the UAC proposals, the committee still has $67,939 that is left unspent from the budget.  All local proposals were funded this year.  The following proposals have been funded with stipulations:
